was imperfe s and chey writ forth the Scripture from that which
was perfe&t by the infpiration of God,as they were moved of the
holy Ghoft '3 which was and is profitable for do&rine, for cor-
re&ion and inftruQion in righteoufnefs, e that the mas of God
.might be perfe&,thorowly furnifhed unto every good work :and
to this end, did the holy men of @God write fortha declaration in
order of their life and power, faith and vi&ory , and how they
came to have vi€ory over the works of the devil, whichis all im-
perfe&;and how it was the gift of God which was perfe& which
led them to a, perfe@ man in Chrift Jefus ¢ and how they came to
tread upon ferpenis and fcorpioss; aad upon all the power of the
. enemy , and to be more then conquerors through lim who loved
them.
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Now they knowing, that after their deceafe grievous wolyes
would enter in, which would feckto draw many from the giftof
God which is perfe,the light wherewith Chrift Jefuss che light of
the world hach lighted eyery man withal,which is the gifLof God,
the covenant of the Father,which Mofes, Abrabam, and all the
Prophets and Apofiles of God bare witriel unco : noy they
krowing fuch would enter in, whereby the worthy Name of God
by which they was called would be blafphemed & the ways aad
works of the devil would be pleaded for and upheld,which Rands
altogether in imperfe@ion ; which they who walk therein, can-
not believe any other 5 who receives not the gift of God which is
perfe®. Now this they writ forch, that all who came o be turne
ed to the light, and in it walk, which is the gift of God , mighe
have a cloud of witneffes againft them who had Rollen their

words to plead for the devils Kingdom,but hates the gift of God, .

and tuens his grace into wantonnefs, and hates that which would
bring you to”witnefs the power of God, and the faith of GRod,
whichis perfedt,which overcomes the world: and fo it is no won-
der that you are left ﬁumbling in the dark, and blinde, not knowe

be wronght in God; notwithttanding all your talking of him,2od
czlling him Lord and Mafler ; for his work is pei i, to deftroy
the wotks of the devil: And chis is the reafon why people hath
been learning this fixteen hundred years and are yet ever learning,
but are never like to come to the knowledge of the Truih,if they
